institutions in the field. In France, The Schoodddniversity Sports Federation
meets pupils and students to practice sports #esvin an organized framework on
different levels, in organizational structures s@ash school and university sports
associations, regional and departmental commititasiversity sport and national
federations on sport branches. In the same mammeEngland, there is one
organizational structure, British Universities addlleges Sport that organizes and
leads the university sports from 157 colleges anitessities, divided into 12
geographic regions. In Canada, The Canadian Intestgity Sport coordinate the
university sports activity grouped into 4 Regiofglorts, with the support of 550
coaches / teachers from 54 universities.
